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Lesson Summary: The purpose of this lesson is for students to learn the names, symptoms, and treatments for common equine diseases. The activity follows a set of cards around the room where each card has an answer from the previous question and then a new question on it. This will help students self-test to determine their knowledge of the information previously presented.

Subject: 
Ag Science: Equine Science
Grade Level: 10th, 9th-12th 
Time Required: One class period.

Materials:
·  Pen and Paper for each student
· Something hard for them to carry around and write on

· The printed set of questions 

· Tape to hang the questions around the room 

Activity Introduction/Preparation: The PowerPoint Common Equine Diseases can be used as an introduction to this activity. It will cover the common disease and have the answers to the questions that the students will be asked.
Activity Plan: 
· Have all the questions and answer sheets taped up around the room with the answers covered in a manner that allows students to reveal the answer and recover it.
· Have the students spread out with only 2-3 students at each paper
· The first card that they are at will also be the spot that they should end at. This is how the students know that they answered all the questions and in the correct order
· At the first card students should write both the question and what they believe to be the correct answer on their paper. 
· Students should then move around the room until they find the hanging sheet that has that answer on it. Then proceeded to answer the next question.
· Once they are back to where they started they have finished! 
Assessment: This activity will allow you to see if the students have learned the material. If students seem to be struggling and looking around the room for the answers then it may be beneficial to review some of the diseases. 

Lesson Extensions:
· To make the activity harder you could remove the answers and have the students provide the answers on their own. 
· Also you can make the question harder by modifying them or asking the students to then write two other facts they know about the disease for which they answered the question.
