Taped for about a 6th grade audience, this video would be a good lesson for students to gain an understanding of how important cell function is as a precondition for all of our other body makeup to work. http://www.cellsalive.com/cells/cell_model.htm is a link to a cell model animation where one can choose between an animal or plant cell and interact with the cell by scrolling over the various parts and learning more about them at each single click. This site may prove to be useful for students to navigate themselves to further extend the lesson on cell organization.

This would help students to better visualize the functions of the cell as they are played out by their fellow classmates. Equipped with a script and a list of props, this activity will keep the students away from strict memorization and instead allow them to actually experience the material themselves.
