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Objectives

· Understand family history and who “ancestors” are.

· Be able to compare and contrast facts in essay form.
· Gain appreciation for other cultures and family history.
· Practice researching using people and personal experiences.
Lesson Overview

This lesson should take two class periods.  First students should review the Jade Dragon PowerPoint slides and complete the research assigned in the slides.  Students can use the Ancestors Worksheet to guide them in their research and give them questions to start their search.  Once students have completed the research they will be divided into groups.  In the group each student will reveal the answers to his/her questions and other students will finish filling out their worksheet by noting which members of their group are similar or different to their own family history.  Then students will finish the Ancestors Activity with a compare/contrast paper about their fellow student.
