    Genetic Modification Debate Activity

Teacher Instructions

· Divide students up into groups based upon the roles underlined in the Activity sheet. 
· Have the students find more information online about genetic modification as it pertains to their new-found role. 
· Allow the students with the same role to come together to discuss what they have learned and share any interesting information. Encourage collaboration, but remind students that they will be responsible for presenting information on their own.
· Depending on your class size/dynamic, there are different options available for the debate.


a. Break the students up into groups of 4-8, with either 1 or 2 student from each Role per group. This allows the students to have smaller, more in-depth discussions of the issues involved. After you feel enough time has elapsed, bring the students back together and allow them to share what they have learned from the debate.
b. Have one class-wide debate, allowing each Role to have a couple of representatives active in the debate at a time. After the first representatives have said what they have to say, the next group of representatives from each Role can step up to have a chance to speak.
· Encourage the students to come up with a solution to the situation presented in the debate activity that takes all viewpoints into consideration. 

· Grades for this activity can be based on notes gathered from research efforts as well as participation in the debate.
