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Lesson Plan:

Summary: 
This activity is designed to help students learn about the different types of literary elements and devices that are prevalent in many of the stories that they have read. The PowerPoint provides information about the literary terms and attempts to connect as many as possible back to the story of “Rikki-Tikki-Tavi” to make the details more relevant to the students. After the presentation, there is a Jeopardy-style game that can be used to make the literary terms a little more fun, as well as assess the effectiveness of the presentation. 

Subject: 

· English TEKS:

Grade Level: 

· Target Grade: 7
· Upper Bound: 8
· Lower Bound: 6
Time Required: 1-2 Class periods 


Activity Team/Group Size: 
· Entire class for presentation

· Groups of 3 or 4 students for the literary devices activity
· The class can be split into a couple of teams for the Jeopardy game

· Learning Objectives: 

· Ability to identify literary elements and devices and understand those terms in their readings.
· Ability to implement literary elements and devices in their own stories.
Lesson Introduction / Motivation: 
Have the students read the short story “Rikki-Tikki-Tavi” before coming to class. There is also an animated movie attached that tells the story of “Rikki-Tikki-Tavi” and is about 25 minutes in length. This can be used as motivation for the students to do the reading and participate in class. If desired, the teacher can agree to show the movie at the end of class if the students behave appropriately. See details about the movie here.
Lesson Plan: 
· Instruction:

· Go through the Literary Terms PowerPoint with the class

· PowerPoint
· Activity:

· As a break in the presentation and an introduction into literary devices, when indicated during the PowerPoint, split your students into small groups of three or four and give them the literary devices worksheet. Using their prior knowledge, they should come up with three examples for each of three literary devices. After 10 or 15 minutes, go ahead and resume with the presentation. It’s okay if they haven’t finished. The purpose of the worksheet is just to make sure they don’t get too terribly bored with the PowerPoint. 
· After you have finished the presentation, there is also a literary Jeopardy game included that you can print out and play with the students. This makes the retention of the information a little more enjoyable and the friendly competition, I always found, helped to motivate learning. If desired, you can even come up with a small reward for the winning team. 
Lesson Closure: 
· After the presentation and the Jeopardy game, if you so choose, you can show the animated movie. The movie itself is from the SpikeTV website. However, because of the advertisements on the website that may be deemed inappropriate, I embedded the video into a blank html page. When you open up the link, it shows the video in the middle of the page as well as some random html code that I was unable to get rid of, but you can set the video to full screen and it plays just fine. This can be used at your discretion. 
· There is also a little puzzle included involving literary terms that you can handout to the students to do at home if you please. 


Assessment: 
The Jeopardy game should provide a good assessment of the lesson.
Vocabulary / Definitions: 

· Literary Elements – 
· Refers to an aspect of a whole text

· Not characteristic of the author, but present throughout all works of literature
· Literary Devices - techniques used by the author to convey ideas and emotions to the audience
