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Summary: 
Uncover and find what is in the mystery picture behind the tiles by multiplying and dividing fractions  
Subject: 

Math: Multiplication and division of fractions
Grade Level: 

· Target Grade: 6
· Upper Bound: 7
· Lower Bound: 6
Time Required: 15 to 40 minutes 


Group Size:  Play individually 
Materials: 

· Smartboard or projector and computer to run and display slideshow
· MS PowerPoint (2003 or more recent)
· Paper and pencil
Lesson Introduction / Motivation:
The motivation for this lesson is to practice/review multiplication and division of fractions in a fun way.  It is assumed that the students have already learned about mixed fractions and know how to perform multiplication and division of these. The problems presented here are both numeric and given in words; the teacher should consider having a brief review on the subject prior to using this lesson.  
Activity Plan: 

· Run the slideshow (The big picture behind fractions MnD.ppt) 
· Randomly chosen, let a student pick the coordinates of a tile he/she would like to have removed from the screen and click on it

· Let everyone in the class work individually to solve the problem presented 

· Randomly chosen, let another student give the answer to the problem (problem solutions are provided in solutions.doc)

· Until the correct answer to the problem is given, click on the check-marked box on the bottom right side of the slide to return to the mystery picture

· Repeat the same procedure to remove as many tiles as possible

· Only until having removed a minimum of 7 tiles, the students may begin guessing what the mystery picture is about
· Play until the students guess correctly what is in the picture. Proceed to the next picture if desired (four mystery pictures are included in the slideshow)
NOTE: The pictures included may be modified by changing the background of each individual slide.

Assessment:

Have the students solve the problems using paper and pencil and let them hand in the problems they worked out at the end of the activity for a grade if applicable.
