Summary: 
In this lesson the students will be introduced to the Spanish vocabulary of animals. It includes domestic, farm, and wildlife. It is a simple vocab lesson to introduce the animals. There are links to pronunciations so the students can practice saying the words after they hear someone else say them. There will be a matching memory activity and then also an assessment to go along with the lesson.

Grade Level: 8th, 6th-8th 
Learning Objectives: 

The learner will: 
· Identify the names of common animals in Spanish
· Properly pronounce the Spanish names of animals 

· Correctly spell the Spanish names of animals 

Time Required: Two class periods 
Materials: 
· Memory game print out (as many as needed)

· PowerPoint presentation with vocabulary words

· Quiz for each student 

Background/Concepts for Teachers: Teacher should be able to recognize the Spanish words for the animals and be able to use them in a sentence to demonstrate how they should be used. Be familiar with the correct pronunciation of the words.

Lesson Introduction/Motivation: Explain to the students that basic vocabulary is a necessary part of learning another language. Play the video https://vimeo.com/25215616 showing the how animal noises are interpreted in different countries.  Then, using the Spanish Animal Sounds” worksheet (http://www.foxbay.k12.wi.us/Stormonth/Spanish/Animal%20Sounds%20in%20Spanish.pdf ), say the animal’s Spanish name and noise and have students guess the animal’s English name.  

Presentation/Explanation: The PowerPoint covers vocabulary of the animals. It features a picture of the animal, the English and Spanish name, an audio clip with the pronunciation of the word, and a sentence in both English and Spanish using the word. At each slide have the class practice saying the word after playing the audio clip. This will help them learn the correct pronunciation. There is a review video at the end of the PowerPoint that covers a few of the animals from the presentation.
Activity/Application: PowerPoint slides with the Spanish animal name and a picture of the animal are intended to be used as “Memory/matching” cards.  Print as many as needed for either group or individual work.  Cut each slide into individual pictures and names.  Shuffle the cutout cards, lay the pieces on the floor upside down, and have students attempt to match the picture to the correct name. 
Assessment/Evaluation: A short quiz is provided to determine mastery of vocabulary. 
Lesson Closure: Have the students write one to three sentences in Spanish using the animal names they learned in class.  
Lesson Extensions: Students that may be a bit farther in their knowledge of Spanish may be able to write a short story with illustrations to show that they have learned the vocabulary.
