Math Giants (but still in sixth grade)!



Activity Summary: 
This activity is designed to be a review of the first six week material for sixth and seventh grade. It is an outdoor race from a wall to a fence or two given boundaries. The students are given dry erase boards, markers and erasers. They listen and watch for the activity leader to write a question on a dry erase board and speak it aloud. The students will write the question on their dry erase boards, show their work and try to give the answer. If they get it right they get to take two GIANT steps forward.
