Objectives

· Understand the difference between fact and opinion.
· Identify fact and opinion in the story and in various texts.

· Practice using fact and opinion to give convincing testimony.

· Use facts and opinions as a base for enhancing writing skills.  

Lesson Overview

This lesson plan should take one to two class periods.  Students should start by reviewing the English 2 PowerPoint slides and understanding the difference between fact and opinion.  Once they have completed the PowerPoint objectives students can begin the You Choose Activity.  Students will pick a side, either Arlis or Annie, and write two convincing testimonies first using opinion and then using facts.  Students can read their papers aloud and the class can complete the You Choose Worksheet to explain their thoughts on whether facts or opinions are more convincing and which is easier to present.

Summary:

Students will be writing convincing testimonies as if they were on trial to prove whether Arlis or Annie's side of the story is true.  The first testimony will practice using opinions and the second using facts.  After testimonies are given orally to the class, students will then be asked to identify whether they believe that facts or opinions are more convincing and why.  Students will then complete the You Choose Worksheet about whether it was easier to form an argument using facts or opinions.
