___ Opinion article

oil well.  You should describe how life changes after the discovery of oil at Spindletop, as 
well as any benefits or drawbacks.  You should express either a positive or negative 
opinion about the oil well and the people who run it.  You must back up your opinion 
with details. 
___ Land advertisement

Create an ad from the point of view of a farmer wanting to sell his land near the 
Spindletop oil well.  Be sure to design something catchy and to include some information 
about the value of the Spindletop area in order to sell the land at a high price.  
___ Picture

Include at least one picture of the Spindletop oil well or something related to your 
articles.
___ Any extras to make your newspaper creative or special
