Teacher Extension:
This information might help in getting the students to understand how some quadrilaterals can be classified.
A parallelogram is a quadrilateral where opposite sides are parallel. In any rhombus, square, and rectangle opposite sides are also parallel, therefore they are parallelograms. A parallelogram can only be considered: a rhombus only if all of its sides are equal, a square only if it has four right angles and all of its sides are equal, and a rectangle only if it has four right angles.
