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In this activity, students will identify each country in South America and explore the concepts of relative location.  They will use latitude, longitude, directions, and geographic information to label and color a map accordingly.


Subject: Social Studies: Relative locations
Grade Level: 

· Target Grade:  6th 
· Upper Bound: 7th 
· Lower Bound: 6th
Time Required: One class period

Materials:
· Eight colored pencils per person (red, blue, green, yellow, orange, pink, purple, brown) 
· Explore South America worksheet
Lesson Plan:
· This activity should be completed by each student individually.
· Make sure that each student has access to eight different colored pencils (the colors needed are listed under materials).  Some students might have to share colors depending on how many are available.  
·  Students should follow the instructions on the Explore South America worksheet.  They will identify each country in South America, label it, and color it with the appropriate color, then answer the extra questions at the end.  
Assessment: 
· Students should complete the Explore South America worksheet.

· Relative location - A position described solely with reference to another location
