English Phonemes
Summary: A review of the 44 English Phonemes. Includes a basic PowerPoint presentation, some simple activity ideas, and a Bingo game. This lesson is designed for a multi-level English as a Second Language (ESL) class.

Time Required: 1 – 2 class periods
Learning Objectives: 

· Recognize and identify phonemes in simple English words

· Practice breaking down words into sound components

Lesson Plan: 
· Start the class off with a fun, goofy activity like a competition to see who can make the funniest sounds, or have them repeat funny sounding English words like lollapalooza, or lickety-split. 
· Use this to transition into phonemes. Make the connection that English contains only 44 sounds that make up all of the words. 

· Use the PowerPoint presentation to go over all of these sounds. Have the class make the same sound that you do, and practice all of the words on the slides. 

· Another way to get the class involved is to have them guess how a word is pronounced before you give it to them. 

· When you have gone over the phonemes, you should practice a little with writing words on a board (again, see if the students can pronounce it before you give it to them) and then have the students find the phonemes used. After you do this a couple of times as a class, call some students up to do a couple. 

· Next is the bingo game. Instructions for this activity are found in the Activity Plan.
· Close the lesson by asking individuals to call out new words and sounds they learned.
