Botanical Cartoon

The leaf of a green plant can be compared to a series of assembly lines in a large factory.  The epidermis is the outer wall of the factory.  The palisade cells are the assembly lines.  Supplies like water and other nutrients arrive to the factory from the warehouse, or roots, through the xylem.  Chloroplasts are like the workers in the factory, moving from place to place along the line using energy from the sun to hook together the raw materials carbon dioxide and water to make the finished product glucose.   Oxygen, the waste product, goes up the “smoke stack,” or out the stoma, which also allows the carbon dioxide in.  The simple sugar, glucose, is transported down a “conveyor belt,” or phloem, to the storage area called the roots.
