	Prevention Project



Lesson Summary: In this activity, students will create flyers or brochures building awareness in their school and community about either West Nile Virus or the Swine Flu. The students will have to reference the PowerPoint presentation that will be presented to them and/or the internet for ideas and information to build their projects. Informing themselves and the community is the point of this activity providing everyone with the necessary information to be safe and avoid becoming ill.
Subject: Science: Life Science
Grade Level: 

· Target Grade: 7 

· Upper Bound: 8

· Lower Bound: 6

Time Required: One class period

Materials:
· West Nile Virus PowerPoint
· Paper
· Markers, colored pencils, crayons, etc
· Example flyers and brochures
· Dress to Repel Flyer
· Reducing Mosquitoes Brochure
· What You Can Do Brochure
· Clean Cover Contain Flu Flyer
· Swine Flu Prevention Brochure
· Computer for researching and designing (optional)
Lesson Plan: 

1. Before beginning the activity, prepare the students with the lesson on West Nile Virus.
2. Decide whether the students would like to design prevention brochures or flyers on either West Nile Virus or the Swine Flu.
3. Example brochures and flyers are included for you to reference and these may also be printed out for the students to take a look at to brainstorm ideas for their own projects.
4. It is best to have the students work individually. It is up to you whether you would like the students to simply work with art and craft supplies or if they are allowed to use computer programs to create their announcements.
5. The students should either reference the West Nile Virus PowerPoint for information or use the internet to research what information they would like to include on their flyer or brochure.
6. Once the students have turned their projects in for a grade, write the grades on the back of the announcements and, if possible, post the flyers and set the brochures out around the school and community. Copies of these announcements can even be made to spread awareness and safe practices.
Assessment: 
Have the students turn their projects in for a grade. If posting of these projects around the school or community is allowed, have the students brainstorm possible places to post them and actually do so to spread the awareness.
