Prerequisites for this Lesson: 

· Knowledge of Science tools, safety precautions, science processes, scientific method, and the metric system. 
Troubleshooting Tips: 

· Upon opening the file, you must enable macros in order for the quiz show to work.
· There is a slight glitch in the game. To avoid it, follow these instructions. When you close the file after you have played the game, Power Point will ask you if you want to save changes. Click “No” in response to this question. If you click “Yes” it will save the winner to the final screen and that winner, not the current winner, will appear the next time you play the game. So, you must close the game without saving and reopen the file each time you play. 

· You might want to save a template file and also a file from which you will play from. If you accidentally save the file that you are playing from when you close it, you can return to your template file which will work correctly.

· There are no problems with making corrections to the slides and then saving the file before playing the game.
