Math sites for 6th grade where they can test themselves using the laptops we have available. 
Summary
The following websites are good sites for allowing your students to test themselves online.  The first website is great.  It isn’t very flashy but is a great site.  Each topic starts with a review of the concept (“Learn”), then there is a place to practice (“Practice”).  The practice can be done as a game (“Play”). The site has a reporting mechanism that can be use to create a grade sheet that students could print and turn in.  The second website is in a similar format (First Glance,  In Depth, Examples, Workout).  “Workout” is the quiz part.  Some quizzes are better than others and in general are a little harder to use than the first site.  But, the lessons are very nice and give interactive, animated examples where appropriate.  The third website is a set of quizzes for students in Texas to practice for their standardized exams.  This is from a high school so some quizzes might be too hard but there are some that fit the middle school curriculum.  Links four and five are two quizzes (multiplication and equivalent fractions) that require students to match problems with answers.  The sixth website has lessons on all kinds of topics.  Each lesson has games and quizzes that are very nice looking and would mostly be interesting to students.  The last link is a very large list of other quiz websites.
