· 2 per student- two different colored writing utensils 
(crayons, markers, colored pencils, highlighters…) 

· 1 per student- Stallion Reproductive System Quiz  

Lesson Introduction / Motivation: 
To motivate your students to start thinking deeper about stallion reproduction, you will want to begin by opening up the PowerPoint presentation to the first three slides. These three pictures may be weird and strange depictions to the students. You will want to ask them, “What do you think is going on in this picture?” “Do you think this is just a funny picture or is something important going on here?” Allow your students to brainstorm their ideas and thoughts. You may even want to ask them to “Talk to your neighbor. What do they think is going on in the picture?” This activity will lead into the lesson where they can learn what is really going on in the pictures.

Presentation of the Material: 
The provided PowerPoint presentation will cover the various aspects of stallion reproduction.
Activity/Application:

Allow students ample time to label their Stallion Reproductive System Diagram. They will need to follow the directions and use the appropriate writing utensils.
