A Supplementary Activity to Practice Multiplication and Division of Decimals with Word Problems:
Activity Description:

This activity is to quickly review or reinforce multiplication and division of decimals as well as reading and understanding word problems.  The students are shown a PowerPoint which is based on a “road trip” and they collect information and answer questions on a worksheet as they go through the PowerPoint.

Directions:
Pass out the worksheet and present the PowerPoint, make sure students work along.  Some of the PowerPoint may not be needed depending on the level of the students.  For 6th graders some alterations may be needed.

It will help to go through the PowerPoint before hand to see the animation and make sure you don’t reveal answers to early.  Some problems are worked through and others are not.
