
SUM IT ALL UP
1. You will work with your assigned groups. 
2.  The goal is to complete as many rounds as time will allow with each round containing eight questions. Each question will be worth points. The point value will be decided before the start of the activity.
3.  You may use scrap paper, dry erase boards, or whatever is available to you to work out the problems, but you must write your final answer on the answer sheet. MAKE SURE TO INCLUDE EVERYONE IN YOUR GROUP. There is a number at the bottom of each card. This number tells you in which box to record your final answer in on the answer sheet. DO NOT WRITE ON THE CARDS. 
4.  I will start the game by handing each group a card face down. When I say go, you may begin. Once you complete the task shown on the card, pass the card to the next group. For example, group one would pass to group two, group two to group three, and so on. When the card you started with is returned to your group that is the end of the round for your group. 
5.  At the end of the activity, we will go over the answers and tally up your points. 
7.  The group with the most points at the end of the activity is the SUM IT ALL UP CHAMPIONS.
