Lesson Overview

This lesson should take about 2 class periods. The first class period should be spent going through the Scaling PowerPoint. This PowerPoint presents how to use scaling by making a scale of the Statue of Liberty. Then, on the second day the students will use clay to make an actual scale model of the Statue of Liberty using calculations they learned how to do the previous day.
