2. What are at least two responsibilities of a Surgical-Assistant?

1. Prepare the operating room and related equipment, 2. Provide care for animals undergoing surgery, 3. Keep veterinarian/surgeon aware of patient and other problems during surgery procedure, 4. Maintain asepsis of the operating room, and 5. Monitor recovery of the patient

3. An autoclave sterilizes through the use of: Steam         Heat        Pressure 

4. True/False? A physical exam is not necessary preparation for surgery. Why or why not?

False. A physical exam is always necessary before surgery to ensure the patient receives proper medications and procedures. A physical exam will also tell the veterinarian if any/new problems have arisen.


5. Explain why a surgery pack is left unopened, in the surgery room, prior to scrubbing.
To prevent the tools and materials in the pack from becoming unsterile.
6. True/False? A surgery-assistant needs to know the names and functions of the tools used in veterinary surgery. Why or why not?

True.  To: 1. Clean and sterilize proper tools, 2. Prepare surgery packs with proper tools, 3. Assist handling tools during surgery, 4. Monitor patient’s vital signs during surgery (you may require your students to give one or more of the above examples)

7. This tool is used to hold and guide a suture needle: Suture Forceps or Needle Holders
8. This tool is used to monitor the oxygen saturation of blood: Pulse Oximeter
9. This tool is mostly used to attach the drape to the instrument table: Allis Tissue Forceps
10. What should a surgical-assistant monitor for on an electrocardiogram monitor?

Surgical-assistant should monitor  the ECG and notify veterinarian of sudden changes in heart rate, temperature, pulse or respiration
11. True or False? Castration is removal of the tail to prevent “wool maggots”. Why or why not?

False. Removal of the tail to prevent “wool maggots” is called tail docking.
Another viable answer would be: Castration is the surgical operation to stop the function of the testes. (remember: the testes are not necessarily removed) 


12. The Allen family raises LaMancha and Nubian breeds of dairy goats to produce milk and cheese. Explain why it is important for the Allen family to dehorn their dairy goats.

Animals with horns can cause damage to their heard mates’ utters/bags. With dairy animals, the utter/bag is the most important part of the body because this is where milk is let down.
13. True or False? It is important for surgical-assistants to monitor body temperature of an animal after surgery. Why or why not?

True. When animals come out of surgery/off of anesthesia, their bodies have trouble regulating temperature. It is important to make sure that they stay at a healthy body temperature. 
14. Why should a surgical-assistant dip a newborn’s umbilical cord in an iodine solution?
Iodine prevents infection from occurring. (an antiseptic solution)
15. Describe the following types of patients: 

· Recumbent: an animal that does not want to or cannot standup 
· Orphan: an animal that has no mother due to death, illness or neglect.
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
