Objectives

· Learn how viewing situations from different perspectives can change one’s attitude about a situation
· Practice looking at a situation or scenario from more than one perspective
· Understand the consequences of seeing something from one perspective and jumping to conclusions
· Practice writing a formal account of a confrontation
Lesson Overview

This lesson is designed to take approximately one class period.  The teacher should first go through the Hard River Escape English 1 PowerPoint with the class, focusing on differences in perspective. Students will then begin the Understanding Perspective Activity and practice writing a first-hand account of an event.  With the Understanding Perspective Worksheet, students will express how someone else who witnessed the event might have a different perspective.
